I write in connection with your request dated 12th December 2025, concerning public-space CCTV. 
I am required by the Freedom of Information Act 2000 to handle all requests in a manner that is blind as to the identity and motives of the requestor. Any information released as a response to a request is regarded as being published and therefore in the public domain without caveat. 
Following receipt of your request, research was conducted by the Office of Police Crime and Commissioner. Your request for information has now been considered, and I am able to respond as follows.

My request relates to the most recent completed financial year (2024/25). Please provide details of the total expenditure/contribution by the PCC/OPCC on publicspace CCTV. Where the PCC/OPCC does not directly fund CCTV, please confirm whether CCTV provision in the force area is instead funded entirely by local authorities, town/community councils.
Response

I can confirm that the OPCC made a contribution of £6,300 to Trowbridge Town Council for CCTV provision in FY24-25. However, this was from funding granted to all OPCC’s by the Home Office for the purposes of tackling ASB (known as the ASB Hotspot Fund) in that year - this was not from core PCC/OPCC funding. Policing provides no other funding to local councils for the delivery of CCTV in Wiltshire.
